Pee-Wee Piano (beginner’s camp, ages 5 – 6):  

$100, limit 6

Description:

For the small child who has had no piano or keyboard instruction.  Participants will get a basic introduction to the keyboard, learning finger numbers, note values (whole, half, and quarter note), feeling the beat and counting, reading music (off staff), solfege (do-re-mi), and the names of the white keys.  Daily camp activities will include keyboard playing, computer games, listening and ear training, singing and movement, magnetic board activities, coloring, and use of hand-held rhythm instruments.  Camp will conclude with a performance on Friday evening at 7:00pm.  A camp assistant will be present with the teacher at all times.

High-Tech Music Creation (various age groups, see below)

Student Materials and Pre-Requisites:  Students should bring their portable keyboard to plug into our mixer (we will supply the cables).  Three keyboards will be available on-site.  Students should know how to read music (treble clef, and preferably bass clef also) and have had at least one year of prior instruction in piano or another instrument.     

Description:

Using keyboards, sequencers, and computers, students will learn how to arrange a song for a small band or ensemble to play (bass, keyboard, drums, guitar, and brass) and how to compose an original band composition.  Students will first learn the function of various band instruments in the performance of a song.  Using a layering technique and a MIDI sequencer, students will then arrange and record the various instrument parts using multi-track recording equipment.  Students will also turn their arrangments and compositions into professional sheet music by using Finale software.  Daily camp activities will include listening, interpreting lead sheets of popular songs for band performance, improvisation, collaborative composition, and multi-track recording.

Camp Description

Do you have something to say or love to sing?  Express yourself by putting your thoughts and feelings into a song!  Students will learn how to write a song using just three chords on the piano.  Daily camp activities will include listening, reading and playing lead sheets for classic pop ballads, ear-training (learn to hear and recognize the primary triads I, IV, and V/ V7), vocal improvisation, chord improvisation, and putting music to poems and original writings.

Accompanist Training

Camp Description

Learn how to collaborate with vocalists as you accompany them at the piano.  Join Mrs. Baker and several guest singers and professional accompanists throughout the week.  Camp activities will take a master-class format; students will try their hand accompanying our guest artists and then get coaching and critique to foster skill development.  Students will also refine their skills in sight-reading, score preparation, proper balance between vocals and piano, listening, and following the vocalist.  Students will be expected to practice at home.

Musical Theatre Pianist Camp - Smokey Joe's Cafe

Pre-requisite:  Advanced students ONLY.  Must have 6+ years of piano instruction or pass a sight-reading audition (e-mail jennifer@keyboardadventures.com to schedule an audition).
Description:
Students will learn about the role of pianists in musical theatre productions while getting hands-on experience with the musical theatre production, Smokey Joe's Cafe, performed by BITWC - Imagine That theatre company.  Students will assist Mrs. Baker in warming up vocalists, accompanying actors in select songs, and shadowing Mrs. Baker (with low volume on separate keyboards) to get sight-reading practice.  Students will refine skills in sight-reading, following vocalists, collaborating with other members of the theatre team, making modifications to the existing score, teaching melody to vocalists, following stage cues, and working with directors.  According to what each student can handle, students will play piano or synthesizer in select songs and will be part of the band for the show August 28 - 30.  Students must practice their assigned music at home and complete a daily observation journal (provided).
